
 

Accommodation Services
The College currently offers self-catering accommodation for approximately 260 students. As a 
result of the “National Minimum Care Standards Inspection Regulations” the rooms in Halls of 
Residence are only available to students aged 18 years of age and above. For students aged under 
18 the College operates a service called Home-stay, (details enclosed)

The accommodation service is administered by a friendly team of staff and wardens who are 
committed to operating a professional service on a fair basis so that students benefit from living in 
quality, comfortable and secure accommodation while studying at the College and living in Bradford.

What accommodation is available? 
Doris Birdsall Hall
Doris Birdsall Halls are located on Easby Road, ideally placed within five minutes walk of both 
College campuses. There are 60 en-suite bedrooms designed as 5-bedroom, self-contained flats 
with shared kitchen facilities. The kitchens are fully equipped, however you will need to bring 
your own crockery, cutlery, pots, pans and utensils etc. This type of accommodation is suitable 
for the more independent student. There is a friendly 24-hour security service on this site for your 
own comfort and each flat has it’s own laundry facility for your convenience (the cost is included 
in your Hall fees). Each flat has its own payphone and Internet access (details of Internet use 
are provided on arrival). Insurance for personal possessions is included in your fee, this includes 
computers and laptops.

Arkwright Hall
Arkwright Hall is situated on the corner of Tumbling Hill Street and Carlton Street, next door to 
the Main Campus buildings. There are 200 en-suite rooms available, designed as either standard 
or deluxe 3-6 bedroom self-contained flats, with a shared open plan kitchen/living area. Please 
note there is only 1 deluxe room per flat. Kitchens are fully equipped but you will need to bring 
your own crockery, cutlery, pots, pans and utensils etc. Larger deluxe rooms feature a double 
bed. Each living area is provided with a 21” remote controlled colour TV with access to Sky TV. 
There is also a gym, swimming pool, Jacuzzi, steam room and sauna available for the exclusive 
use of residents, at an additional monthly cost. There is an onsite coin operated launderette. Each 
room has its own phone that is free for internal calls. For external use a card must be purchased. 
Internet access is also available in each room at an extra cost.
TV License – Students are required to jointly purchase a TV License that will cover the TV 
provided in the living area and any personal sets.
Insurance – Insurance up to the value of £3000, covering possessions including laptops is 
provided within the fee.
Student Wardens – The College has a system of student wardens in place at Arkwright Halls.  
These are students who are studying at the College with at least one years experience of living in 
Halls. They are available and on call from 8pm until to 8am seven days per week to help you with 

Who can apply for accommodation in the Halls? 
Any full-time Bradford College student aged 18 years or above may apply for accommodation 
in Halls, however rooms are allocated with priority given to:  

	 Students attending the College for their first year 

	 Final year student’s i.e. third or fourth year students

Accommodation Costs
The cost of a room in Doris Birdsall Hall is based on a 40-week contract. The cost of a room 
in Arkwright Hall is based on a 42-week contract and prices vary for standard and deluxe 
rooms. Students wishing to stay in Halls of Residence are required to pay an advanced charge 
when accepting our offer of accommodation - this includes a returnable security deposit.
