basic tools, materials, and techniques used by professional tradespeople.

The course also supports employability by introducing construction career pathways,
helping learners prepare for work or progression to further vocational training.

Health and Safety in Construction

Understand the principles of health, safety, and welfare in construction environments.
Learn about site rules, PPE, hazard identification, and safe working practices.

Introduction to Bricklaying

Gain practical skills in brick and block work, mortar mixing, and basic wall construction.
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Learn how to measure, set out, and use bricklaying tools effectively.
Introduction to Carpentry and Joinery

Explore the basics of woodworking, including the safe use of hand tools, measuring and
cutting materials, and assembling simple joinery projects.

Learn about domestic plumbing systems, pipework assembly, and basic maintenance
techniques in a workshop setting.

Understand basic electrical principles, wiring methods, and safety when working with
electricity. Gain practical experience in simple circuit assembly.

Develop surface preparation, painting, and finishing techniques. Learn how to apply
paints and wall coverings safely and neatly.
